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THE NATIONAL FLAG, EMBLEMS AND NAMES (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2017
A Bill for

AN ACT of Parliament to amend the National Flag, Emblems and Names Act to allow
members of the public to fly the National Flag in their places of residence, work and
business; and for connected purposes.

ENACTED by the Parliament of Kenya, as follows—

Short title. 1. This Act may be cited as the National Flag, Emblems and Names
(Amendment) Act, 2017.

Amendment of 2. The National Flag, Emblems and Names Act, (in this Act referred to as
section 2 of Cap. 99. the “principal Act”) is amended in section 2 by inserting the following
new definition immediately before the definition of the word “motor
vehicle”-
“Cabinet Secretary” means any Cabinet Secretary responsible
for matters relating to the National Flag, Emblems and Names;

Amendment of 3. Section 3 of the principal Act is amended-

section 3 of Cap. 9. (@) in the introductory phrase to subsection (1) by deleting the
word “Minister” appearing immediately after the words
“permission of the” and substituting therefor the words
“Cabinet Secretary”; and

(b) in subsection (3) by deleting the word “Minister” appearing

immediately after the words “conditions as the” and
substituting therefor the words “Cabinet Secretary”.

Amendment of 4. Section 4A of the principal Act is amended in subsection 2 by inserting

section 4 of Cap. 99. the words “Deputy Speaker of the Senate, Deputy Speaker of the National
Assembly, Deputy Chief Justice” immediately after the words “the
Speaker of the Senate”.

Insertion of new 5. The principal Act is amended by inserting the following new section
section 4B. immediately after section 4A-

4B. (1)Despite any other provision of this Act, during
a public holiday, a person may, as a sign of patriotism,

t?]fpli,ﬁtionif display the National _Flag, at any private resid_ence or any
Flag in  place of work or business, provided that the display of the
fg;‘l’g‘;ices National Flag does not undermine the authority or
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reputation of the State.

(2) The Cabinet Secretary may make rules on the
display of the National Flag under subsection (1).
