Provisions of the Act

Mr. Speaker Sir, the Anti-Corruption and Economic Crimes Act,
2003 became effective from May 02,2003.The Act provides for the
establishment of an Anti-Corruption Advisory Board in Section
16.The nominating bodies are named in Section16 (2)(a) as the
Law Society of Kenya; the Institute of Certified Public Accountants
of Kenya; the International Federation of Women Lawyers (FIDA)
Kenya Chapter; the Kenya Association of Manufacturers; the joint
Forum of Religious Organizations; the Federation of Kenya
Employers; the Kenya Bankers Associations; the Central
Organization of Trade Unions; the Association of Professional
Societies in East Africa; the Arc!-nitectural Association of Kenya; and

the Kenya Medical Association of Kenya.
